-Insurance Terms-
· BI-PD : Bodily Injury and Property Damage

Example:
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*In units of 1,000

· Liability: Third-Party Insurance

· Insures a person (You) for damages caused to a 3rd Party (Other Driver) and/or their property.
· Required by Law

· UM: Uninsured Motorist

· Insures a person in the event that another driver WITHOUT insurance causes bodily injury to the insured (You) or causes the insured to cause bodily injury to a third party.

· Required by Law

· Comprehensive Coverage: Coverage against physical damage to the vehicle due to any cause EXCEPT collision with another object or mechanical breakdown.

· Collision Coverage: Coverage includes any collision with another object.

· HOWEVER this does not include animals (Considered Comprehensive)

· Deductible: Amount of out of pocket expense the insured (You) are responsible for with regards to comprehensive and/or collision claims.
