Clinical Education III Developmental Goals


Mastery of evaluating the foot and ankle (e.g. palpation, range of motion, neurological, circulatory, and common injuries)


Mastery of evaluating the knee (e.g. palpation, range of motion, neurological, circulatory, and common injuries)


Mastery of evaluating the thigh and hip (e.g. palpation, range of motion, neurological, circulatory, and common injuries)


Mastery of evaluating the shoulder (e.g. palpation, range of motion, neurological, circulatory, and common injuries)


Mastery of evaluating the elbow, wrist, and hand (e.g. palpation, range of motion, neurological, circulatory, and common injuries)


Mastery of evaluating head injuries


Able to evaluate the cervical and thoracic spine (e.g. palpation, range of motion, neurological, MMT, 


special tests)


Able to manage upper spine injuries (e.g. manual therapy, flexibility, strengthening) 








Summary of Clinical Education III Assignment


A minimum of thirteen weeks, not including breaks and holidays.


At least 5 days per week (Monday through Friday) unless student has a required laboratory course.


Begins, at the very latest, on the day of the pre-clinical orientation meeting for the fall semester or by the time classes resume for the spring semester.  


Attendance at all home games, including weekends, for the emphasized sport.


Receives all Park University scheduled holidays and break.


Required courses that have labs attached to them may only interfere with the clinical assignment one day per week. If a student wants to take a course that is not required for graduation, that course cannot interfere with any didactic or clinical requirements.
