· Supervision is critical

· Park faculty do not have the expertise in teaching Counseling 

· LPC is State regulated

· Research the state requirements: Kansas and Missouri have different requirements

· Because of budget restraints, Brian feels that the program will not be in effect until 2010
· It was suggested that we offer three master programs:  Social Psychology, Sociology, and Psychology

-HLC hasn’t given us any approval

-New faculty would be required

-Budget restraints
