Agenda as follows:
Masters Degree

CACREP requires 3 fulltime Ph.D. faculty.  “Have earned doctoral degrees in counselor education and supervision, preferably from a CACREP-accredited program, or have been employed as full-time faculty members in a counselor education program for a minimum of one full academic year before July 1, 2013.” (from CACREP website)  
The student/faculty ratio is 10/1. 

Of the CACREP master’s programs listed, Clinical Mental Health Counseling was the preferred degree by the department faculty.  The other considerations were Marriage, Couple & Family Counseling, and Addiction Counseling.
“Beginning July 1, 2009, all applicant programs in Clinical Mental Health Counseling

must require a minimum of 54 semester credit hours or 81 quarter credit hours for all

students. As of July 1, 2013, all applicant programs in Clinical Mental Health

Counseling must require a minimum of 60 semester credit hours or 90 quarter credit

hours for all students.”
The concerns for this Master’s Degree was Park’s cost of additional faculty with the required limitations of the student/faculty ratio.  Also, the student enrollment costs versus what the student can expect to earn after receiving the degree.
Brian Cowley will prepare a proposal for a Masters Degree in Clinical Mental Health Counseling and send it via email to the department faculty for their review. Department also asked Brian to send a proposal to Jane that would explore an Associates Certification in Behavior Analysis and Board Certification in Behavior Analysis
Low Enrollment
Brian shared that there is a concern of losing enrollment of psychology students.  Some recruitment ideas were to invite high school students to the Spring Research Day at Park, reach out socially to the faculty of community colleges, and talk with former Park graduates who are faculty at community colleges.  A concern that Tricia Cardner brought up was that some students at community colleges are coming to Park having already taken some of our required courses.  Our 300 and 400 level courses are 100 and 200 level courses at the community colleges.
Advising
While Brian is on sabbatical, he asked that Ande Johnson, Dennis Kerkman, and Patricia Marsh to cover his advisees.  Renee Dahlquist will be sending the students to each psychology faculty person on a rotating basis.  All psychology faculty are asked to post an appointment schedule outside their office for students to sign up.

Brian will be on sabbatical from Dec. 13, 2011 – May 15, 2012.
