· Have all three (Psychology, Sociology, Social Psychology) be taught everywhere as a 16 week program Revised:  In all modes of delivery as a 8 week program.
· B.A. degree would look like they could go into counseling
· B.A. degree will require a minor

· Survey was done some time back and the results were favorable

· Campus Centers approve what degree is taught

Motion:  Mandate to move forward. Revised:  Approved for all online students – move forward on B.A. degrees for accelerated.
Vote:  In favor unanimous.  Motion carried.

PS341-MLL Status
