PS404 History and Systems of Psychology - Core Assessment and Rubric
Brian Cowley shared the following Research Paper suggestion:
Each student will select the theoretical idea that they have been researching in their cultural settings and compare these applications.  Neither culture can be the dominant culture found in the United States.  The student will then critically analyze what the future trends are for the theoretical idea.  This paper will need to be written in APA style and will need at least 14 references from professional journals and established books.  Other references can be obtained from the internet or other means.  This paper will be worth up to 300 points.
Discussion:
· Idea from Philosophers and carry it forward
· Class would be more programmatic

· Concern of pre-work

· Template suggestion

· Some use this course as a Capstone

· Suggestion to use percentages instead of points
